Assignments for students

Equipment needed: 
Access to computers for searching up information and writing.

Decoded aims:
Acquire skills through activities in the target language: speak, write, talk, interact, research, reflect and apply knowledge.

Knowledge: 
Be able to address topics related to democracy, citizenship, tolerance/intolerance, racism and identity

Critical reflection: 
Be able to draw information from a variety of texts, thematically related, and obtain a greater understanding of the topic, its challenges and nuances, and take stances oneself.  

Aims: 
· Read, speak, and write using the target language.
· Begin to reflect upon different aspects of intolerance in our society
· Extract knowledge from factual texts in the target language and make use of this knowledge in your own texts
· Reflect upon prejudice, stereotypes, ethnocentrism, cultural relativism, racism, citizenship, majority and minority groups, w.m. 


Lesson 1:
1: Warming up exercises
1) Could you experience discrimination for other than your ethnicity? 
2) What does the snippet display?
3) How does society treat those who are different from the majority?
4) Do you know of societies/countries where there are a hierarchy between groups of people?
5) What does Meryl Streep mean when she says:
a. the most respected seat in the country 
b. over-rank in privilege, power and capacity to fight back 
c. disrespect invites disrespect, violence incites violence
d. to humiliate when it's modelled by someone in the public platform, by someone powerful, it filters down into everybody's life 
e. when the powerful use their position to bully others, we all lose 
f. active empathy

2: Main text 
The Final Rap Battle | Eminem VS Anthony Mackie | 8 Mile (2002) | TUNE
Read and watch Eminem’s final rap in the film 8 mile based on his life. Use two different coloured markers and colour in accordance with the study order. 
1) Read the lyrics and mark (e.g. in different colours) the lines you think are sung by an African American rapper and then mark the lines sung by a Caucasian (white) American rapper. 
2) Mark the words/expression that helped you make your choice
3) Watch the video of the rap from the film
a. What does the video show? 
b. How correct were your assumptions/guessing?
c. What stereotypes were guiding you in your choice?

1) What is challenging with a diverse (multicultural) society?
2) What is beneficial? 
3) Why is it important to invest in and create well-functioning diverse/multicultural societies?



Lesson 2:
1: Warming up exercises
1) Why do you believe fantasy genre is known for social criticism?
2) Very often in fairy tales or fantasy novels we speak of the ‘power of three’. Why do you believe the authors tend to create these constellations? In this series we speak of Harry, Hermione and Ron, for example. 
2: Main text 
Harry Potter and the Chamber of Secrets, chapter 7; “Mudbloods and Murmurs”.
1) Discuss in groups
2) What name does Malfoy call Hermione? 
3) What is a mudblood? 
4) Why does Malfoy think he is better than Hermione and everyone else? 
5) In what way is today's topic, Tolerance vs. Intolerance, Discrimination and Racism, depicted in the text? Explain. 
6) Does this division of people in "Harry Potter" into 'mudbloods' and 'purebloods' remind you of any historical events? Which ones? Explain. 
7) Can you draw a parallel to anything that you, yourself, have witnessed or experienced? What? Explain.

3: Outro
Compose a multimodal product (poster) displaying your definition and understanding of racism.

2) What would you say is the responsibility of (known) role models?
3) Do you have any role models?
4) Watch the video Greatness Comes From Everywhere | No Room For Racism (youtube.com)
a. What does the video show/display? 
b. What responsibility should, and could, sports have in the fight against racism, discrimination and intolerance in the world today? 
5) What responsibilities do athletes have in terms of being role models?
2: Main text 
I've Got Some Things to Say by Romelu Lukaku (theplayerstribune.com)
A: Use two different markers and highlight utterances Lukaku makes concerning his childhood in one colour and experiences of racism with another colour. 
B: Answer the following questions:
1) How would you describe Lukaku’s childhood?
2) In what way does Lukaku’s childhood differ from most Norwegian children’s childhood?
3) In terms of racism, when does Lukaku experience it – and who exposes him to it?
4) At one point Lukaku says: 

“When things were going well, I was reading newspapers articles and they were calling me Romelu Lukaku, the Belgian striker.

When things weren’t going well, they were calling me Romelu Lukaku, the Belgian striker of Congolese descent.” 
What do you read into that?

3: Outro
1) In terms of your explanation of racism written earlier – how does Lukaku’s experiences correlate?
2) Of what importance are texts like these?

2: Main text

Reflect and write down:

2. What does it mean to build a society that includes all of us? 
3. Whose responsibility is it to build such a society?

3: Outro
1: “You know, the one bag on the luggage carousel, the one that nobody wants, nobody claims. I felt like that.”
How do you interpret the quote from Khan’s talk? 
2: In supplement to Khan’s documentary, what does Haq’s text tell us about understanding different cultures, people, and the multicultural society?
